TO CELEBRATE THE RESURRECTION
An Easter Banner

Needed: felt pieces cut to the desired size of the banner;
a wooden dowel ; colorful yarn; scrap pieces of felt
or other material; paste; scissors.

Suggested Words: Easter, Jesus, Life, Resurrection, New
Life, Alleluia, Rejoice, Be Glad, Amen, Joy, Love

Suggested Symbols: flowers, lilies, a cross, a chi-rho,
butterfly, eggs, empty tomb.

Procedure:
1. Check materials to make sure you have everything

you need.
2. Select a word from the list. Use it as your Easter theme

word. Think of symbols of the Resurrection and new
life. Choose a symbol or two from the list to use in
your banner design.

3. Plan the banner design using a piece of scrap paper or
newsprint about the size of the banner you would like
to make. Make sure your letters, symbols and other
designs are in proportion to the whole and seem
balanced.

4. Measure about an inch at the top of the banner and
fold it over like a hem. Press down on it so it lays
nicely. This hem can be pasted or sewn down and will
serve as a holder for the wooden dowel to slide
through.

5. Cut out letters, designs and symbols from scrap pieces
of material or felt.

6. Lay out all the cut-out words and designs on the
banner to make sure they fit, then paste them on the
felt background. Letters and designs can also be sewn
on the felt.

7. Letters and designs can also be formed with yarn on
the banner. Using a tube of white glue write, print,
and/or draw directly on the felt. Then carefully lay
yarn over the glue line to form the letters and designs.
Gently press the yarn on the felt. Give it time to dry
before lifting the banner.

8. Using sharp scissors make a fringed, scalloped or
notched edge at the bottom of the banner to make it
more decorative. (See examples)

9. Thread the wooden dowel through the top hem of the
banner.

10. Tie a large piece of yarn or cord to both ends of the
dowel to form a hanger.

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Learning About the Creed

THE MOST HOLY TRINITYCentral to the Christian Faith is the mystery of the Most Blessed Trinity. This is the belief

in a Triune, or Three-in-One, God. The Trinity is frequently referred to as Father, Son and

Holy Spirit. Although the word “Trinity” is not used in Scriptures, Jesus refers to the Father

and the Spirit as being one with Him and in each other. In these references, Jesus is describ-

ing each of the external relationships of God in addition to the all-important inner life of

the Triune God. Particular roles in creation and salvation history are also attributed to each

of the Three Persons in one God  The First Person is called the Creator; the Second Person,

the Redeemer; and the Third Person, the Sanctifier.The Church celebrates the Feast of the Most Blessed Trinity on the Sunday after Pente-

cost. In honor of the Trinity, the Church begins and ends all prayers with the Sign of the

Cross.

Directions: On the next page there is anactivity for learning about the Trinity.The directions for making it are below:
